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INTEGRATING RECOVERY INTO PRE-PLANNING
FOR WILDFIRE
Taking the time to incorporate recovery planning into the Community Wildfire
Protection Planning (CWPP) process is a useful opportunity to proactively address

potential post-fire recovery needs. By thinking ahead, you are setting your
community up for success in the event that recovery actions need to be taken.

To properly make recovery a priority before a wildfire event, it is important to have
a clear understanding of what recovery means. Often, recovery and response are
confused. The difference between wildfire response and recovery efforts lies in

their focus, timing, and activities.
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Federal agencies will allocate post-fire recovery resources to communities that have
integrated recovery actions into their county all-hazard mitigation plans. However, many
of these plans often fail to include comprehensive recovery actions. Alternatively, actions
may actually be contained in separate CWPPs that have not been adopted as a part of
official county plans. To improve your community's eligibility for funding and resources,
here are a few considerations:

1. During updates to your county all-hazard plan or local CWPP, collaborate with
partners to identify necessary actions, activities, and resources for post-wildfire
recovery.

2. Incorporate these recovery actions into your all-hazard or CWPP action plans.

3. If your CWPP is separate from your all-hazard mitigation plan, work with county
commissioners to formally adopt the CWPP into the county plan through a resolution.
This integration ensures plan alignment and eligibility for federal funding.

Para que la recuperacion sea una prioridad antes de un incendio forestal, es
importante comprender claramente qué significa. A menudo, se confunden la
recuperacion y la respuesta. La diferencia entre...respuesta a incendios forestales y
esfuerzos de recuperacion radica en su enfoque, su tiempo y sus actividades.
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Las agencias federales asignaran recursos de recuperacion tras incendios a las comunidades que
hayan integrado medidas de recuperacion en sus planes de mitigacion de riesgos generales del
condado. Sin embargo, muchos de estos planes no suelen incluir medidas de recuperacion
integrales. Por otro lado, es posible que las medidas estén incluidas en CWPP independientes que
no se han adoptado como parte de los planes oficiales del condado. Para mejorar la elegibilidad
de su comunidad para recibir fondos y recursos, le presentamos algunas consideraciones:

1.Durante las actualizaciones del plan de todo riesgo de su condado o del CWPP local, colabore
con los socios para identificar las acciones, actividades y recursos necesarios para la
recuperacion posterior a los incendios forestales.

2.Incorpore estas acciones de recuperacion en sus planes de accion para todo riesgo o CWPP.

3.Si su CWPP es independiente de su plan de mitigacion de riesgos generales, colabore con los
comisionados del condado para incorporarlo formalmente al plan del condado mediante una
resolucion. Esta integracion garantiza la alineacion del plan vy la elegibilidad para recibir

fondos federales.
